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SYNOPSIS
I am a full-time Senior Staff Specialist in the Renal Department at Royal Prince Alfred Hospital, Sydney and a Clinical Professor in the Central Clinical School, Faculty of Medicine, at the University of Sydney.  
I have a particular interest in renal disease in patients with viral infections, especially Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV).  This role has expanded to me becoming a national and international advocate and program leader to attempt to improve outcomes in these disadvantaged patient groups.  Through the International Society of Nephrology (ISN), I have also established a Sister Renal Centre (SRC) agreement between Royal Prince Alfred Hospital and Zimbabwe, which helps raise awareness of kidney disease within that country, supplies equipment, provides professional education, and has established a research program in this resource-poor setting, where adequately managing HIV-associated renal disease is a national crisis.  Clinically, I have established a ‘viral infections in kidney disease’ clinic at Royal Prince Alfred Hospital, providing a specialist quaternary resource for these patients, which was not previously available in Australia.  
I have experience in lobbying and advocacy, particularly in transplantation and I have actively lobbied government at both state and federal levels during the re-organization of the Organ and Tissue Authority.  I have been the Chair of the New South Wales Transplant Advisory Committee since 2018 and, in that capacity, represent New South Wales at the national Renal Transplant Advisory Committee, under the auspices of the Transplantation Society of Australia and New Zealand.  As well, I have been instrumental in expanding a Paired Kidney Exchange program throughout the South Pacific, facilitating the addition of New Caledonia and potentially Tahiti to the successful national Australian New Zealand Paired Kidney Exchange Program.    

My research and teaching interests are primarily focused on kidney disease in people living with HIV (PLWHIV).  I have had success with research projects undertaken by MD students and Summer Students at the University of Sydney and continue to support that program with proposed research projects.  I have also established ongoing research collaborations with the Kirby Institute and the National Prescribing Service.  I am a lead researcher on the renal-EPIC sub-study to examine the effects of pre-exposure prophylaxis on renal function in HIV-negative patients in the recently completed NSW-EPIC study.  Through my Sister Renal Centre relationship, I have established several research projects in Zimbabwe examining HIV-related kidney disease and providing resources to support ongoing renal research in that country.  I continue to supervise MPhil and Master of Medicine Students at the University of Zimbabwe, and advanced trainees through the National Physicians Association of Zimbabwe (NAPAZ) with an interest in specializing in Nephrology.   I provide teaching, mentoring, and training opportunities in Australia for registrars in Zimbabwe.

RESEARCH

My research and teaching interests are predominantly focused on kidney disease in people living with HIV (52.5% of total publications), as well as kidney transplantation (22.5% of total publications).  I have supervised research projects undertaken by SMP MD students and Summer Students at the University of Sydney and continue to support the MD research program with projects; I currently have two active MD students and two students who have successfully completed their projects.  
I have established ongoing research collaborations with the Kirby Institute and the National Prescribing Service, as well as recently being involved in a collaborative project with Nephrologists in New Caledonia.  I am a lead researcher on the renal-EPIC sub-study, examining the effects of pre-exposure prophylaxis (PrEP) on renal function in HIV-negative patients in the recently completed NSW-EPIC study.  The EPIC ‘Expanded PrEP Implementation in Communities in NSW’ Study was funded through the NSW Health Department and run through the Kirby Institute, UNSW.  Its aim was to enrol most people in NSW who are at high risk of HIV infection as rapidly as possible in order to have the biggest impact on reducing new HIV infections in NSW. The study enrolled over 9,700 participants by April 30, 2018.  The study has demonstrated benefit in reducing the number of new HIV diagnoses within NSW. Partners involved in the study include the Kirby Institute, UNSW, NSW Health and Local Health Districts, ACT Health, ACON, Positive Life NSW, the Australasian Society for HIV, Viral Hepatitis and Sexual Health Medicine (ASHM) and General Practitioners who specialise in HIV, including NSW publicly funded sexual health clinics and private practices.  The renal-EPIC sub study data has been analysed and is expected for submission before the end of 2020.  
As well, through my Sister Renal Centre relationship I have also established several research projects in Zimbabwe examining HIV-related kidney disease and providing resources to support ongoing renal research in that country.  My collaborative research in Zimbabwe has resulted, in a recently accepted publication in HIV medicine concerning the associations of BMI and renal function in patients commencing ARVs for HIV in Zimbabwe.  Another paper from that patient cohort is under review by PLoS One.  I also have two further manuscripts in preparation using this data cohort concerning pediatric mortality amongst newly diagnosed adolescents with HIV and a paper to validate the accepted D;A:D CKD risk prediction score.  I expect submission of these remaining papers before the end of the year. These papers will provide novel insights into the relationship between HIV and kidney disease in this setting and help guide local approaches to the screening and management for CKD in PLWHIV.  
I completed my ‘Foundations of Research Supervision’ Course in 2019 in preparation for the supervision of HDR students wishing to commence a PhD; in 2021, Dr Jack Heron, current renal advanced trainee, Royal Prince Alfred Hospital.  Jack has submitted applications to various funding sources; NHMRC and RACP, to commence his PhD with me as his primary supervisor and Cathy O’Connor, Kirby Institute, and Steve Chadban, RPA, as co-supervisors.

I am familiar with liaising with politicians and their Chiefs of Staff; this includes first-hand experience in the setting of Parliament House, Canberra.  I am the current chair of the NSW transplant advisory committee, providing advice on transplantation within the state to the NSW Ministry of Health and to the Organ and Tissue Donation Service, NSW. I am currently involved in community programs to prevent stigma and discrimination amongst the disadvantaged HIV-infected patient group; I continue to contribute to the work of the Bobby Goldsmith Foundation, particularly helping marginalised groups obtain access to best care for HIV-infection.   I have experience in dealing with marginalised groups clinically, such as Indigenous Australians, Refugees, and transgender patients.  I am familiar with their clinical needs and the great importance of addressing fundamental differences between such patient groups to try to overcome stigma and increase their access to HIV care and, better still, HIV-testing and HIV-prevention.  
I have established a Renal Sister Centre Agreement between Royal Prince Alfred Hospital and the University of Zimbabwe to assist in improving care for renal patients within that country and to establish a viable research program, partly funded through my trust account at Royal Prince Alfred Hospital, which has already resulted in several medical registrars undertaking (and completing) both PhDs and a Master of Medicine through the University of Zimbabwe.   Several of these registrars are now interested in undertaking specialist training in Renal Medicine.  The program has also resulted in donations of vital equipment, such as a new ultrasound machine worth $150,000, to the renal service at Harare Central Hospital and at the Pairenyatwa Hospitals in Harare (https://www.herald.co.zw/harare-central-hospital-gets-ultra-sound-machine/).
